The Mid Day Meal Scheme is a school meal programme in India designed to better 

the nutritional status of school-age children nationwide. The scheme has been renamed as PM-

POSHAN Scheme. The programme supplies free lunches on working days for children in 

government primary and upper primary schools, government 

aided Anganwadis, Madarsa and Maqtabs. Serving 120 million children in over 1.27 million 

schools and Education Guarantee Scheme centres, the Midday Meal Scheme is the largest of 

its kind in the world.

RESULT OF THE SURVEY 

 

PARTICIPATION OF STUDENTS 

 

• Approximately 95% students of various schools take food regularly and they also like 

the quality of the food, while other 5% students do not like mid-day meal food. 

 

  

HYGIENE MAINTAINED IN THE ENTIRE PROCESS 

 

• In all the schools there is a separate room where mid-day meal food is prepared 

maintaining proper hygiene. 

• There is a tap in every school where students wash their hands and plates before and 

after taking their meal. Almost 90% students maintain proper hygiene while other 10% 

show reluctance towards hygiene process.
